The scanning of these volumes of the Denyi 

Dupa collections was undertaken under a cooperative agreement with the Ven Doboom Rinpoche of Tibet 

House New Delhi, the original publisher. Tibet House hopes to reprint the Bodong texts in a new 

reorganized edition.
